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Prepare an Emergency Supply Kit

You should gather water, food, first-aid supplies, clothing, bedding, tools and other essentials ahead of

time and be ready in the event you must evacuate or go without electricity, heat, or water for an extended
period. The kit can be put into 5-gallon buckets, duffel bags, or backpacks.

You should consider including the following items in an
Emergency Supply Kit:

Water 3-day supply of water.

a g gallon per person per day. Store water in sealed, unbreakable containers. Replace every 6 months.

Food 3- to 5-day supply of nonperishable packaged or canned food per person.
