Public comments – Kakuk called for public comment and there was none. 

 

Public appearances – None. 

 

Open bids for Camp O Road Headwall Repair project – Cass announced that no bids had been 

received and suggested that the board either wait until next spring and rebid the project or schedule 

the work to be done by road commission forces.  Cass also noted that the structure had been 

submitted for replacement through the local bridge program and that he would be notified later this 

fall if the bridge had been selected.  Moved by Kakuk, seconded by Kline to wait until the spring of 

2021 to possibly rebid the project.  Roll call vote:  Kakuk – Aye; Kline – Aye.  Motion carried. 

 

Any other business – Cass advised the board that the annual safety training day will be held on 

Wednesday, October 21, 2020; assuming the COVID19 restrictions allow it at that time. 

 

Cass gave the board an update on the Shakey Lakes dam stating that the planks were still out.  He 

also noted that the survey to determine the elevation was scheduled for early the next week.  Cass 

also stated that some of the crew was currently working on graveling in Nadeau Township and that 

the CR348 concrete box culvert was being placed by the contractor this week.
